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Emergency Alarm

The activation points for the Emergency Alarms in the Senior and Middle Schools are located in the roundhouse and Senior School Reception.  During office hours, they can be activated by contacting staff in one of those buildings (see Appendix A - Emergency Contact Numbers List).

The alarm for Evacuation has a rising tone sound together with announcements: 
“EVACUATE, EVACUATE.  Please move to the Assembly Area”.

Preamble

1. This procedure applies to all staff (both teaching and Administration & Operations), students, residents and visitors to Hale School.
2. In the event of an emergency at Hale School all staff must be prepared to take initiatives, where appropriate, to ensure a safe evacuation of all students and visitors in their care.
3. The following procedures do not cater for all possible situations.  Common sense should dictate most actions.
4. The primary objective must be to get everyone to a safe place.

Assembly Areas (Senior and Middle Schools)

There are two designated Assembly Areas for the Senior and Middle Schools (see Figure 1 below):
	Assembly Area 1
	Craig Oval (near the pavilion)

	Assembly Area 2
	Grass area around the swan sculpture near the library building




If Assembly Area 1 cannot be accessed safely, everyone should move to the alternate Assembly Area.

Figure 2 shows where students from each House should gather.
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
